Since
the Ministry of Education has not
supported early childhood develop-
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il ment programs, pre-
schools are private,
usually in  urban
. areas. Such an op-
portunity is critical for
the village children to
succeed in their basic
school classes so they
can compete with
more advantaged
children in secondary
